Memorandum of Understanding 

between 

the Ministry of Health of Republic of Macedonia 

and 

Sapienza University of Rome 

 

This Memorandum of Understanding sets out the intentions of the parties to establish 

collaborative links between The Ministry of Health of Republic of Macedonia and Sapienza 

University of Rome.  Ministry of Health of Republic of Macedonia (hereinafter referred as M0H) 

located in Skopje, Republic of Macedonia and Sapienza University of Rome located in Rome 

(Italy), sign this Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) for the cooperation in continuing 

education and in- service training in areas of mutual interest and expertise.  

MOH and Sapienza University of Rome agree on the following forms of cooperation that may be 

pursued through: 

a) short/long term training courses for medical specialists, nurses, perfusionist  and other 

health professionals from Republic of Macedonia in the Sapienza University of Rome; 

b) residency program for medical specialties, i.e. cardio thoracic surgery, anesthesiology, 

cardio vascular disease; 

c) training provided by the medical experts from Sapienza University of Rome in the relevant 

medical centers in Republic of Macedonia and MOH will accept to pay the accommodation and 

flight tickets by THY  (return ticket) for the invited doctors. 

Article 1 

SCOPE 

This MOU defines overarching agreement to establish collaborative efforts in providing effective 

educational opportunities and trainings over the next five years (renewable under mutual 

consent) in the following area: 

• cardio thoracic surgery 

• anesthesiology 

• cardio vascular disease 

 

 



Article 2 

IMPLEMENTATION 

M0H and Sapienza University of Rome shall designate focal point to support the implementation 

of the activities within the Framework of this MOU. 

This Memorandum will be reviewed periodically to further define the intentions of the parties, as 

necessary or desirable. 

Article 3 

ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES 

In order to implement the MOU — MOH and Sapienza University of Rome will have to support and 

cooperate each other and each party shall have to perform certain legal obligations, responsibilities and 

duties as below: 

Roles and responsibilities of MOH   

MOH shall: 

1. Confirm eligibility of the medical specialist and other health professionals form Republic 

of Macedonia for the trainings provided in Sapienza University of Rome. 

2. Identify areas of training opportunities for medical specialists and other health 

professionals in keeping with their requests for different specialties. 

3. Communicate with the Sapienza University of Rome regarding available 

opportunities from time to time. 

4. Provide information on the necessary documents for the graduates. 

5. Provide support and facilitate procurement of visa for the graduate. 

6. Provide funds necessary for covering the costs for travel and accommodation for the 

selected health specialists. 

 

Roles and responsibilities of Sapienza University of Rome 

 

Sapienza University of Rome shall: 

1. Provide information about the possibility for short/long term education trainings  in 

different Sapienza University of Rome Departments to the MOH. 

2. Provide free of charge short/long term education trainings  for the selected medical 

specialists from Republic of Macedonia. 



3. Facilitate appropriate campus accommodation (if possible) and food for the residents 

entering the training courses and specializations. 

4. Provide training support staff and supervisors. 

 

 

Article 4 

INSURANCE AND EMERGENCY HEALTH 

Scholars sent by one University to the other must have both medical and accident insurance. 

This may be provided either by their home institution, according to its own regulations, or it may 

be directly set up by the interested person, through the stipulation of a policy with an insurance 

agency guaranteeing the above mentioned risks.  

 

Article 5 

FINAL PROVISIONS 

This MOU shall enter into force on the date of its signature and shall remain valid for a period 

of five (5) years. The Parties, upon mutual written consent, may extend the validity of this 

MOU for additional terms. The Parties may decide in writing to revise this MOU. Either Party 

may terminate it at any time by giving written notice to the other Party. In such case, the MOU 

shall cease to be in force after 60 (sixty) days from the day of receipt of such notice. The 

termination of this MOU shall not affect the validity and duration of the activities based on this 

MOU prior to such termination.
