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REQUEST FOR AN EXTENSION OF THE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE UNITED 
NATIONS EDUCATIONAL, SCIENTIFIC AND CULTURAL ORGANIZATION (UNESCO) 
AND SAPIENZA UNIVERSITY OF ROME, ITALY CONCERNING THE UNESCO CHAIR IN 
POPULATION, MIGRATIONS AND DEVELOPMENT AT SAPIENZA UNIVERSITY OF 
ROME, ITALY. 
 
 
The University of Rome “La Sapienza” (Italy), represented by its Rector, and the United 
Nations Educational Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO), represented  by its 
Director-General, signed on the 29th October 2008 an agreement concerning the 
establishment of a Unesco Chair in Population, Migrations and Development assigned to 
Professor Raimondo Cagiano de Azevedo at Sapienza University of Rome.  
 
As mentioned in article 14 of the establishing agreement, the initiative between the two 
institutions was scheduled for a period of four years starting from the signing date of either 
parties. Bearing in mind the purpose of the Chair and the success of its activities during its 
first mandate, the Chair aims in further developing this partnership. 
 
According to article 15 of the establishing agreement which states: “Any renewal of the 
present Agreement shall be effected by an exchange of letters between the parties”, the 
Chair demands an extension of the agreement for a second mandate for a period of other 
four years.
